Y’all Magazine is looking for contestants in three categories. 

HOW TO ENTER: Enter in person the day of the competition at the time and place listed with each of the categories.

The categories are as follows: 

1) The Commercial Category—This category is open to all business entities that sell sweet tea (restaurants, retailers, other venders)  In order to participate one quart of sweet tea must be delivered to the Y’all Magazine booth (see directory) by the previously published time.  The tea should not be on ice and should be covered to preserve the taste.  Each entry should be labeled with the restaurant name, address, phone number and manager’s name.  Only one entry per entity name. Each of the sample quarts of sweet tea will be transferred to uniform, coded, anonymous containers to guarantee secrecy for judging.  The judging will take place at the previously published time the day of the festival (Please see JUDGING below for more details.) The winner will be announced on stage that afternoon. (Please see PRIZES below.)

2) The Individual Category—This category is open to all individuals that prepare sweet tea for private (in the home) consumption.  (Please see ELIGIBILITY below.) In order to participate one quart of sweet tea must be delivered to the Y’all Magazine booth (see directory) by the previously published time.  The tea should not be on ice and should be covered to preserve the taste.  Each entry should be labeled with the individuals name, address, and phone number.  Only one entry per household.  Each of the sample quarts of sweet tea will be transferred to uniform, coded, anonymous containers to guarantee secrecy for judging.  The judging will take place at the previously published time the day of the competition. (Please see JUDGING below for more details.) The winner will be announced on stage that afternoon. (Please see PRIZES below.)

3) Most Tolerable Yankee Tea—(UNSWEET) This category is open to all individuals that prepare sweet tea for private (in the home) consumption.  (Please see ELIGIBILITY below.) In order to participate one quart of sweet tea must be delivered to the Y’all Magazine booth (see directory) by the previously published time.  The tea should not be on ice and should be covered to preserve the taste.  Each entry should be labeled with the individuals name, address, and phone number.  Only one entry per household.  Each of the sample quarts of unsweet tea will be transferred to uniform, coded, anonymous containers to guarantee secrecy for judging.  The judging will take place at the previously published time the day of the competition. (Please see JUDGING below for more details.) The winner will be announced on stage that afternoon. (Please see PRIZES below.)

Most Unique Tea—This category is open to all individuals who participate in the Individual Category.  Each judge will have one vote as to which tea is the most unique.  Judges may change their vote as many times as they wish throughout the judging process.  In the event of a tie, Y’all Magazine representatives will judging the teas that are tied to determine the winner.

ELEGIBILITY: Commercial contest is open to any U.S. business that sells sweet tea.  Individual contest is open to legal residents of the United States and D.C. (18 years or older), except food professionals, such as chefs, food writers or food home economists who create recipes for pay. 
JUDGING:  The judging for the commercial and individual categories will take place at the previously published time with selected judges arriving after the entry deadline.  Judges will be given a small sample from each of the containers and will be giving each a score of 1-100.  Each judge will only be allowed to rate one sample from each of the two categories (commercial and individual) as a perfect 100.  After the judging is completed the scores will be tallied by an official auditor.  In the event of a tie, Y’all Magazine will select three individuals to serve as judges in a “sudden death” tasting between the sweet teas that have tied.  The same scoring process will be used.  

PRIZES:  Prizes will be announced the day of the competition.
